11 Adar – Fast of Esther 
14 Adar – Purim celebration
Ester(Esther) had been an orphan, ie. fatherless (and motherless) because her parents were killed after the fall of Jerusalem in 586 BCE and she was taken to Shusan (Susa) the capital of the Persian empire along with Mordekhai, her cousin who had adopted her as his own daughter.  The Scroll of Ester was written between 460 BCE and 331 BCE.
God’s divine positioning
King Achashverosh ruled the Persian empire, summoned Vashti the queen and she refused
Vashti’s act of disrespect and discord – her willful independence caused the king to give her royal position to someone else.
Search of the kingdom took Ester (Hadassah) against her will into the royal palace.  Her name change, Ester(Esther) comes from the Hebrew word hester which means hidden, obscure.  God gave her favor and she became queen yet her identity was hidden.  She ruled a gentile nation as a Jew.
Anti-Semitic spirit rises
Haman, a descendant of Amalek (see Exodus 17:1-14) rose in the king’s service and influenced the king to have a decree written for the destruction of the Jews in order to confiscate their belongings(Esther 3:7-9). 
Rosh Chodesh Observances  Today is Rosh Chodesh--"Head of the Month"--for the Hebrew month of "Adar".  Many have the custom to mark Rosh Chodesh with a festive meal and reduced work activity.

Queen Ester calls for a three night and day fast of her people to approach the king uninvited.  Upon hearing her request the king moved on behalf of his queen and her people the Jews and issued a decree that allowed Jews to take up arms against their aggressors and take vengeance against their enemies. A month on the Jewish calendar includes either 29 or 30 days (reflecting the 29.5-day lunar cycle). But every two or three years -- seven times in a 19-year cycle, to be exact -- Adar doubles in size: on these "pregnant years," as they're called, there's a 30-day "Adar I" followed by a 29-day "Adar II." In addition, 30th of Shevat is also the first of Adar I's Rosh Chodesh ("head of the month") days. This makes for a total of 60 "Adar days."
