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Tishrei in Jewish History 
1 Tishrei in the second year of the Exodus Moshe set up the first tabernacle Ex 40:2
1 Tishrei the children of Israel began consecrating the temple 2 Chron 29:17
1 Tishrei the Jews returned to Jerusalem after exile to Babylon Ezra 7:9
1 Tishrei the priests separated from marriage to foreign women Ezra 10:17
Theme - The primary theme of the day is our acceptance of G‑d as our King.  Rosh Hashanah thus emphasizes the special relationship between G-d and humanity: our dependence upon G-d as our creator and sustainer, and G-d's dependence upon us as the ones who make His presence known and felt in His world. Each year on Rosh Hashanah, "all inhabitants of the world pass before G-d like a flock of sheep," and it is decreed in the heavenly court, "who shall live, and who shall die... who shall be impoverished, and who shall be enriched; who shall fall and who shall rise." This is also the day we proclaim G-d King of the Universe.
Shofar - The central observance of Rosh Hashanah is the sounding of the shofar, the ram's horn, which represents the trumpet blast of a people's coronation of their king. The cry of the shofar is also a call to repentance; for Rosh Hashanah is also the anniversary of man's first sin and his repentance thereof, and serves as the first of the "Ten Days of Repentance" which culminate in Yom Kippur, the Day of Atonement.  John the immerser, the human shofar, came to awaken our hearts with: “Turn from your sins to God, for the Kingdom of Heaven is near!” Matt 3:2 – this Elijah spirit is upon us now at Rosh Hashanah saying the same thing – repent for the Day of the Lord is at hand! 
The shofar also recalls the binding of Isaac which also occurred on Rosh Hashanah, in which a ram took Isaac's place as an offering to G-d; we evoke Abraham's readiness to sacrifice his son and plead that the merit of his deed should stand by us as we pray for a year of life, health and prosperity. Messianics glorify our Father in Heaven for His willingness to sacrifice His Son for the ultimate forgiveness of sin once and for all.  When the shofar sounds, close your eyes. Imagine yourself in the midst of a jubilant crowd who has gathered to celebrate the coronation of their king. Hear the trumpet blasts that express the terror and joy of a people submitting to an authority that embodies their own deepest strivings and aspirations.  

Symbolic Foods - Rosh Hashanah Cuisine
On the first night of Rosh Hashanah, after eating the challah with honey, it is customary to eat several foods which symbolize the type of year we wish to have:
· We dip a piece of sweet apple into honey. Before eating it we say:  Ba-ruch a-tah Ado-nai E-lo-hei-nu me-lech ha-olam bore pri ha-etz.  Blessed are You, L-rd our G‑d, King of the universe, who creates the fruit of the tree.  Then Ye-hi ratzon she-ti-cha-desh alei-nu shanah tovah u-m'tu-kah.  May it be Your will to renew for us a good and sweet year.  All have special significance and symbolize sweetness, blessings, and abundance.
· A head of a fish, ram, or other kosher animal, is served. This symbolizes our desire to be at the "head of the class" this year.
· A pomegranate is eaten, symbolizing our wish to have a year full of mitzvot and good deeds as a pomegranate is filled with luscious seeds.
· On Rosh Hashanah it is customary not to eat foods which are sour or tart and not to eat nuts.  Instead, the focus is on sweet foods, symbolizing our desire to have a sweet year, blessings and abundance. 

Rosh Hashanah Scripture Reading

General Overview: On the first day of Rosh Hashanah, the Torah reading focuses on our Patriarch Isaac's birth. The reading begins with the words, "And G‑d remembered Sarah." According to the Talmud, G‑d "remembered" Sarah, and chose to bless her with a child, on Rosh Hashanah. The reading also discusses Ishmael's expulsion from Abraham's household due to the negative influence he posed for Isaac, and the treaty between Abraham and Abimelech, king of the Philistines.

The Ten Days of Awe
Rosh Hashanah marks the beginning of what is known as the “Days of Awe” or High Holy Days in biblical tradition.  These days lead up to the Day of Atonement (Yom Kippur) whereby we are called to make atonement for ourselves before Adonai.  During this time Psalm 27 is recited repeatedly.
